SAMFORD IN ITALY: January 3-20, 2009

Classics 304: Eternal Rome

Objective: Students in this course will examine the history of the city that was and is Rome through firsthand
study of its artistic and architectural remains, including its Greek and Etruscan antecedents, the Republican and
Imperial periods, and the transformation of the Classical ideal by the Christian Church through the Renaissance
and beyond.

e By visiting the material remains of Rome and the Renaissance ## situ, students will learn to identify
important monuments of the Western tradition found in Italy and to draw insightful conclusions
about the historical and cultural significance of these monuments.

e By placing these remains in a historical context, students will be able to outline the major periods of
the history of Italy and to list artifacts representing each period.

e Through careful, formal examination of artistic and architectural remains, students will develop a
vocabulary of aesthetic analysis.

e By studying the function of various works of art, students will be able to explain the cultural role
played by specific examples of the art and architecture from each period

e By beginning to understand the profound and continuing influence of ancient Italic cultures upon the
development of Western Civilization, students will be able to establish cultural continuity between life
in twenty-first century Alabama and the life lived by Romans through the ages.

10 % Oral Report: Students will present a 10 minute report, prepared in the fall at Samford, interpreting an
artifact or monument for the class. The report will delivered on site in front of the item being discussed.

10% Final Portfolio: Students will assemble a portfolio of images and interpretive writing based on their
academic journal and the topic of their report. The portfolio will provide a visible record of the analysis
which places the report topic within the broader historical and artistic framework of the Eternal City.

15% Final Exanr. The exam will assess student competence in analyzing the historical, artistic and cultural
